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About the film
Dip N' Dance is an independent short film directed by Hugo Cierzniak. The idea first came from a dance performance in Berlin in 2007 : a naked artist with a big orange curly wig was dancing, his back to the public, and miming in playback with an imaginary microphone. Hugo was struck by the comic potential of this scene which raises one question : "Why is it so funny?" 
In his opinion, everybody has fun while singing and dancing naked in the shower and probably looks as ridiculous as the artist on stage. He imagines then an upper-middle class man in his forties, who is definitely not a professional dancer, executing a performance unwillingly on raging musics, let’s say, due to an electric shock on the radio, and gets an hilarious contrast. This story, with a rich man as main character, all crazy about his technological devices turning suddenly against him because of the music, is a funny way to denounce excess in our consumer society and served by technological progress which are not always mastered. 

For almost 5 years, aside from his professional jobs, Hugo has developped the Dip n' Dance project. In 2012, Delapost Paris, seduced by the project, decided to produce the film with their own funds. After convincing friends, professionals from the animation and music, and hiring trainees, Hugo supervised the project and worked relentlessly on the animation.   

This project did not receive any external financial help except from all the generous donators through Touscoprod and Delapost Paris. A huge thank to them and to all the friends and professionals from the industry who contributed to Dip N' Dance. 

About the director
Hugo Cierzniak is a 26-year-old native from France who has been living in Paris for the last 3 years. After obtaining his high school diploma in the field of science, Hugo entered the three-year "3D animation and special effects" course at Ecole Supérieure des Métiers Artistiques (ESMA) from Montpellier where he co-directed in 2007 the graduation film "Jungle Jail" with at the moment, more than 2 millions views on internet. 
After leaving ESMA, Hugo got specialized in character animation and worked in various fields included animated TV Shows, short films, music videos and commercials in many studios. During the 5 first years of his career in the animation industry, Hugo has developed his personal short film project "Dip N' Dance".
 In 2012, Delapost Paris, seduced by the project, decided to entrust him as a director while they would take care of the production. The film is currently running in many festivals around the world and will be released online by the end of 2013. His desire to tell good stories and give life to unanimated things, be it  virtual 3D puppets or doodles, is growing day after day. 
Hugo is currently working as a character animator on a new 3D animated feature film directed by Louis Clichy at Mikros Image in Paris.

A middle-class man in his forties who loves his domotics to obey every word, will figure out in a musical way, that things you own end up owning you.  

Synopsis 

Maximilien Desmarets de la Rochebruyère, also known by his friends as “MDR”, is an upper-middle class man in his forties who is about to take a shower, while listening to classical music. In his high-tech bathroom, all electronic devices respond to simple sounds. A whistling can activate the radio, a handclap can switch on the light, a click of the fingers can animate the red carpet.

Once under the shower, broadcast radio waves start to get messed up. Rather annoyed, the man gets out hastily and whistles, but the crackling noises continues.  He tries to manually adjust the frequency and ends up electrocuting himself.

The mad radio only produces some crackling sounds, unable to keep a stable frequency. MDR seems to have developed a physical link with the radio: he dances, despite himself, according to the broadcast music. To put an end to his dancing nightmare, he uses all possible means to switch off the radio, unfortunately for him, the musical marathon keeps on fiercely.

The radio mixes the broadcast music with sounds that activate the high-tech devices of the bathroom:  all the furniture in the room turns progressively against their owner.  The whole situation looks like a dreamlike scene: the moving red carpet transforms itself into a giant snake, making MDR slips towards the radio and switch it off time in the fall.

MDR is lying on the ground, regaining consciousness. He gets up with difficulty and contemplates the disaster: the bathroom is completely devastated. After checking he’s not wounded, he whistles, as a sign of relief, and immediately realizes his mistake. The radio is switched on again.
