
Participation Conditions 
VIS Vienna Independent Shorts 2009 
 
 Short films of up to 30 minutes may be submitted, regardless of the year of production. 
 
 All languages are accepted. If the original language is neither German nor English, there 
must be German or English subtitles. 
 
 DVD (PAL/NTSC), miniDV (only PAL) or VHS (PAL/NTSC) video format only are accepted 
for preview. No entry fees apply. 
 
 You must submit, together with the preview copy, the fully completed application form 
and, if possible, film stills on CD-Rom. 
 
 The preview copy should be labelled with the name and length of the film, as well as the 
name of the filmmaker. The same also applies to enclosed CD-Roms with stills. 
 
 The filmmakers of the selected shorts grant VIS the right to make a copy of the 
selected movies for the purposes of screening at the VIS Festival as well as archiving the 
shorts. Viewing copies will only be returned if an SAE with sufficient postage is enclosed. 
 
 VIS does not assume any liability for the transport of viewing copies in either 
direction. VIS will not accept shipments for which it would have to bear shipping fees, 
duties, taxes, or customs duties, and will not assume any responsibility for such shipments. 
The applicant carries all costs for transport of viewing copies. 
 
 The festival does not bear the cost of film rental. The selected filmmakers are not awarded 
compensation for participating in the festival. 
 
 The festival reserves the right to show excerpts of up to one minute of the films included 
in the festival programme for advertising purposes on television or in cinemas. This right 
expires four weeks after the end of the festival. Furthermore the festival reserves the 
unrestricted right to publish, for advertising purposes, film stills of those films shown at the 
festival. 
 
 The organiser chooses freely from the submitted films. The entrants are not in any way 
entitled to have their short film shown at VIS. You will be notified by April 30th 2009 whether 
or not your film will be shown. 
 
 The festival is entitled to show the chosen films up to four times during the duration of 
the festival.
